Carousel Brainstorm

Purpose:  Carousel brainstorming allows participants to share ideas and build a set of common questions and assumptions before they begin to read or view.

Materials:  Poster paper, markers

Directions for the facilitator:
1. Identify key questions or issues that the group will be reading (viewing) about later.

2. Write the questions or issues on poster paper and post them around the room.

3. Divide the group into smaller groups to match the number of questions you have created.  Give each group a different color marker.

4. Move groups from question to question in round-robin or carousel fashion.  At each question, participants should pause and brainstorm responses or points they want to make about the posted questions.

5. Signal the end of teach brainstorming period and move groups to the next question.

6. After each group has visited each poster paper, discuss each question briefly.

7. Distribute the article or watch the DVD.  Add to the lists already posted.
